Microsoft Networking Essentials

The following instructions are helpful when accessing the courseware from the EUSA Site:


-  Select the Courseware section from the EUSA CBT Web Site.  Then select "list of courses available at this site".  Click on the desired course.  Click the green "Liveplay"  button at the top or bottom of the page.  Then click on OK.  

-  Student will self register when taking a course for the first time.  They will type self in the "User Details" dialog box and click OK.  Enter your name and student number in the “CMI Administration - User Details” dialogs box and click OK.  Click again on OK to start the course.  Student Numbers will be the same as the student numbers you received when you registered with the Army CBTWeb Site.  Students will then be successfully registered for the course.  You are ready to begin the course.


-  The next time student enters the course, all they need to do is enter student number.  To start at the last place saved, click on Bookmark.  All courses reside on your computer that you select.  If you move to another computer, you will not be able to start where you left off.

-  If student enters incorrect student number when registering on the EUSA Web CBT Site, it will not give a message stating so.  Incorrect student numbers will result in no credit for the course.
